These guidelines have been developed in consultation with members of the World Scout Inter-
religious Forum, which is an informal group of representatives from the different faith communities  
represented in Scouting. This group has been active over a number of years, providing activities  
that help young people to explore aspects of faith at large events, particularly at World Scout  
Jamborees.
