In view of the above, the selection of the winner has been postponed until further
announcement, on the understanding that the new date could affect the participation of some of the
individuals, patrols or teams that entered their projects.

As soon as a new date is set for the Panamerican Scout Jamboree, the office will resume and
complete the process of selecting the winner of the competition and report to all those concerned and
to the National Scout Organizations.

No new information is required regarding the projects that were entered within the deadline.
This is simply a change of date arising from the change of date of the Jamboree. New information will
be reported as it becomes available.
