Young Scouts and their

Lucky
Scouts received tokens and
more souvenirs to remember
their time at the APR Village.

As Scouts of the world, we have learned to take care of
our world, because it is the only home we have.  This APR’s
Global Development Village (GDV) was truly a great help in
reinforcing this belief, and addressing the challenges the Asia-
Pacific countries face today.

One of the first booths at the GDV discussed the Millennium
Development Goals (MDGs) that would be a tangible indicator
of a country’s growth.  These eight goals include poverty
reduction, education, gender equality, reduction of child mortality
and improvement of maternal health, campaign against HIV/
AIDS and other disease, environmental sustainability, and
development of global partnerships.

On the other hand, the Department of Environment and
Natural Resources (DENR) and Philippine Ozone Desk set up a
booth focusing on the Montreal Protocol, a treaty to reduce carbon
emissions and damage to the ozone layer.

Several Scout Organizations also put up booths at the GDV.
R.O.C. or Taiwan set up a booth teaching woogle or “turk’s head”
knot-making, with Caterpillar and Butterfly Woogles. Indonesians
manned a booth to make recycled paper from newsprint.

The Global Village was an active reminder to Scouts and
Scout leaders to take care of our world, and, in our own little
initiatives, make this world a better place.

Of course, the medical
workers aren’t just concen-
trated at the infirmary, as first
aid practitioners are distributed
to the different sub-camps, to
check on the safety of the par-
ticipants.  The total number of
ISTs in the Medical Team ex-
ceeds 100, all of which are al-
ways on alert for unhealthy situ-
ations.

Before 2010 came along,
almost 200 patients were
treated at the infirmary for
check-up. A handful have been
confined for fever and cough.
Despite this, the Team is as alert
as ever.  Sofronio Hontanosas,
coordinator of the Health and
Sanitation Committee, said he is
confident the medical team is
ready for campers who will cel-
ebrate New Year as he called
on Scouts to be careful even
while celebrating.A large number of Scouts

here at the Jamboree are
Muslims, hailing from Indonesia,
Malaysia, and many other
countries.  As one of the Five
Pillars of Islam, Muslim Scouts
are required to pray five times
daily, even during the Jamboree.

Siti Nurwahana, a Scout
from West Kalimantan of
Indonesia, says that she and
other Scouts in her crew/patrol
pray the requisite five times
every day, faithfully spreading
out their prayer mats and turning
to the Mecca at dawn, noon,
afternoon, evening, and late
evening.

Siti’s neighbors in the
campsite were very respectful
of her religious beliefs, even
though they belong to other
religions.  Her new friends too,
admired her for faithfully
practicing what is required in
Islam.

Meanwhile, Yupi Arizzki
from Indonesia took satisfaction
in the fact that she and all her
troop from Aceh, never forget
to do their daily prayers,
wherever they are in the camp
site. She said, “I’m very proud
to be a Muslim, and at the same

Although it doesn’t
happen often, Elvis wanted to
tell Scouts who might (just
might) be representing their
country alone in future events

not to worry.  “Much
excitement is waiting for
you,” he added.

Feeding almost a thousand
mouths a day isn’t at all easy, par-
ticularly when the mouths belong
to a hundred ISTs all lining up at
the same time for their thrice-
daily food rations at the Mess
Hall, or Lancauan Hall.  But the
Grub Team gets the job done all
the same.

The Langcauan Hall
serves only beef, chicken, fish,
or vegetables; avoiding pork be-
cause of religious beliefs of oth-
ers, mostly Muslims, dietary re-
strictions, and to provide healthier
options for ISTs.  According to
Alvin Chan of the catering ser-
vice, this was planned even be-
fore the Jamboree began.

For the Hindu ISTs, who
are mostly vegetarians, there is

a special buffet line for vege-
tables.  Chef Roger Duque cooks
spicy veggies the Hindu way, fol-
lowing their recipes to the letter.
Duque specializes in Asian cui-
sine, so he can cook like a real
Indian.

Currently, the mess hall
employs 68 personnel, from
chefs to waiters.  Some of the
assistants are Hotel and Restau-
rant Management trainees, so
this is their first time to work in a
“restaurant” of this size.  Plans
originally called for another café
in the IST sub-camp, but after
these were scrapped all the
people moved to Langcauan
Hall.

Despite long buffet lines,
the Grub Team still makes sure

that ISTs head to their modules
with a large breakfast, and go

grand adventures.
As someone who has

gone through a series of adven-
tures as a scout, and now as a
regional leader, and as far as
Scouting experience is con-
cerned, I advise young people
to live to the fullest at the Jam-
boree. Seize every moment of
adventure and grab every op-
portunity to learn.

As I end, let me extend my
gratitude and thanks to the Boy
Scouts of the Philippines, and to
my colleagues in Scouting, for
experiencing the adventure of a
lifetime together with us.
