Film or digital photos will be accepted. Ideal 
resolution is 300 ppi for digital photos. Maximum 
print-out size is A4.

Who can participate?
Scouts and Scout leaders registered with a 
National Scout Organization in the Asia Pacific 
Region.

Where to send?
To the World Scout Bureau/ Asia Pacific Regional 
Office through the National Scout Organization in 
the country. 

Who selects the winners?
An international panel of professional 
photographers.

What are the prizes?
Plaques for one Gold Prize, two Silver Prizes and 
three Bronze Prizes will be given. Winning 
entries will grace the posters for 2010. The six 
winning entries and six other finalists will be 
featured at the 2010 APR Calendar, with photo 
credits.  Prizes are awarded at a major 
gathering in the region.
