Volunteer position description

Project environments
Brussels

The 2 volunteers will work at the European Regional Office of WOSM, in Brussels. They will share the office with three people of different nationalities (France and Italy) and moreover will have the possibility to meet and work with a large number of WOSM/WAGGGS volunteers and staff from all around Europe. 

The service will take place in Brussels, the capital of Belgium and also headquarters of many European and international institutions and organisations, offering the volunteer opportunities to network and make useful contacts for future work. Brussels is a real international and multi-cultural city that offers many possibilities to meet people coming from different countries. 


The location of the office is in the central part of Brussels.

The volunteer may also have the opportunity to travel linked to events and meetings.


As organisations, WOSM and WAGGGS are based on volunteering. 99% of the associated are volunteers and, as the European Regional Office, we work with and for volunteers. Every year WOSM and WAGGGS organise many trainings and networking meetings to support volunteers and the EVS volunteers will have the opportunity to attend some of them.
Partner Organizations

Partner Organizations and countries will be communicated to the candidates as soon as the partner organizations will be indentified. Their service will be focused on the involvement of the hosting organization in the context of 2011 EYV and in particular in the coordination of the different levels of action (European, National and Local). 

General arrangements for both the type of services

First of all, the EVS volunteers will be introduced to the office, and be informed about her/his tasks and the overall objectives of the MO/NSOs and WOSM/WAGGGS.  Of course the service of the volunteer will be focused only on issues related to volunteering in general and in particular to organize, manage and coordinate:
· Events and campaigns organised by the Regions and at National/Local Level 

· Coordinate actions at European and National Level leading to action at local level 

· Publications 

· Research studies 

· Discussions within and out the organization

· A smaller amount of time of the volunteers will be allocated also to a concrete service in Scout/Guide Local Groups.
During the service they will have the opportunity to learn basics about project and organisational management such as: project initiation, development and implementation, effective reporting, computer knowledge, working in a team, taking on responsibilities, (inter-cultural) communicational skills, etc...

To build knowledge there will be a short period of shadowing a number of staff and volunteers — contributing to a greater knowledge of the range of work undertaken by the organisation. 
The service will last 10 months (from November 2010 to August 2011).
The normal working week would be from Monday to Friday from 09.00-13.00 and 14.00-17.00.

We would like to receive an EVS volunteers who:
- would like to commit themselves for young people through the implementation of projects with a
European dimension;
- have some background knowledge and experience in non formal education 
- are interested in working in a inter-cultural and multi-cultural environment;
- are interested in topics as volunteering, social inclusion, diversity, active citizenship;
- can preferably speak basic English or French;
- has understanding of the fundamental principles of Scouting and Guiding; 

We will ensure the overall accessibility of the EVS by sending the Call to a wide network of national and European organisations, distributing the Call on several networks and email lists and of course on our website. We would prefer to cooperate with a sending organisation that is also involved in the youth field
and/or active citizenship, complying with Scouting’s principles and values.
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
