Baden-Powell who in his report presented to the 3rd International Congress of
Moral Education in 1922, also recognized the importance of the role women
play in society; he states that: ?

On them
more than on men depend the healthiness both of body and mind of the future
generation. The effective education of women is therefore at least of equal
value with that of the men?. 

Sharing in this years theme for the International Women's Day which is ?Equal Rights, Equal opportunities: Progress for all?,
let us join the international community in honoring women around the world who contribute daily through deeds small and
large, at home or in the workplace, locally or internationally and continue to advocate for equal rights opportunities and
indeed progress for all.
