Update on 13th World Scout Moot ? Kenya 2010

The Kenya Scouts Association presented a progress report on the 13th World Scout Moot which is scheduled to take place
at the end of July 2010.

The proposed venue for the event is Rowallan Camp, situated in Nairobi, with most of the facilities scheduled for
refurbishment or renovation before the event. Several sites in different cities have also been identified to welcome expedition
centres: Nyeri, Embu, Machakos and Mombasa.

The event will be composed of 2 main parts: one week community service (environment, health, education, heritage) with
active travelling and inter-cultural experiences, African adventure in wilderness, organised and managed by the participants
themselves with the support of the service team; and 4 days base camp activities to share their respective projects, enrich
their experiences, learn more about the issues of today's world, meet various leaders (business, religious, NGO, etc.), build
friendships and discover opportunities.
