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The third Arab scouts leaders forum organized by the Arab scouts

board for child and development presented by professor Ali Ismail from Alazhar University followed by two workshops to
study the method of implementing the role of the scouts movement in ending cruelty and harm against children. The meeting
ended by presenting several proposals that included training of scout leaders on children's rights, implementing a method of
follow-up and evaluation of leaders within the responsibilities of the technical commissioners, to include the cause of ending
cruelty and harm against children within training curriculums, encourage Contingents leaders cooperation with civil
organizations involved in child rights and protection, make an effort to create an educational game helping to educate
children about child's right's and ending cruelty and harm against children and educate scouts about their right's and duties
when joining the scouts movement.
